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BARKLY AUSTRALIAN FOOTBALL LEAGUE
CODE OF CONDUCT

A spectator or any person at a venue or fixture under the auspices of the AFL BARKLY shall not:-

a) Push, hit, strike or threaten an Umpire, Coach, Team Official, League Official, Spectator or Player;

b) Cause any act of misconduct that is detrimental to the best interest of AFL BARKLY;

c) Use offensive language or abuse (malicious, threatening or otherwise) any Coach, Team Official, Player, Umpire, Match Day Official or Spectator;

d) Act in conflict of Liquor Licensing and Town Council regulations before, during or after a match;

e) Make a public nuisance of oneself before, during or after a scheduled event;

f) Enter (or attempt to enter) any AFL BARKLY fixture without paying an entrance fee unless 


authorized to do so by the AFL BARKLY executive.

HOW THE CODE OF CONDUCT WILL BE ENFORCED

1. OFFENCE: person commits breach of code.
2. COMPLAINT LODGED:  Security or an AFL BARKLY Official are advised of, or witness, a breach of the code of conduct.  Such member of security or AFL BARKLY Official to whom a complaint is lodged shall approach the person who has committed the breach of code and may issue a warning to the person or depending upon the severity of the breach of code require the person to leave the venue.
3. EVICTION:  in the event of Security or an AFL BARKLY Official determining that the person should leave the fixture or venue such person shall be asked to leave and in the event of a refusal an eviction from the venue by security or police.
4. PENALTY IMPOSED:  AFL BARKLY issues a letter to the person stating the offence committed and the penalty imposed.  Letters to also go out to relevant Night Patrols and to all Clubs.

MINIMUM PENALTIES FOR SPECTATORS

Violation of Codes a & b

First Offence

· Dismissal from all AFL BARKLY events for one (1) year
Second Offence

· Permanent dismissal from all AFL BARKLY events

Violation of Codes c, d, e & f

First Offence

· Dismissal from all AFL BARKLY events for three (3) weeks.

Second Offence

· Dismissal from all AFL BARKLY events for one (1) year.

Third Offence

· Permanent dismissal from all AFL BARKLY events.

THE ABOVE ARE MINIMUM PENALTIES AND THE AFL BARKLY EXECUTIVE RESERVES 

THE RIGHT TO INCREASE ANY PENALTY AT ITS DISCRETION.
